Ed Pankow made a motion to approve the December 12, 2011 regular meeting minutes.  Seconded by David Rabe.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
Accounts Payable

(A) Approve Payables  - Ed Pankow made a motion to approve the General Fund payables in the amount of $5,880.80 and the Park payables in the amount of $26.18.  Seconded by David Rabe.  Rabe, yes; Freye, yes; Smith, yes; Pankow, yes.  Motion carried.  It was noted the electric bill was high again.

Reports

(A) Financial – General Fund $74,548.28; Park $31,644.60; Fire - $14,254.00; Road Improvement - $0.00.

(B) Zoning Administrator – Issued three permits.  Made several attempts to find someone at the small travel trailer on Roosevelt Road to no avail.  It is in violation of the ordinance, but Mr. Muchna doesn’t know how we will enforce the ordinance.  It was suggested he get the property owner’s address and send them a letter along with a copy of the ordinance.

New Business

(A) Grant Township Fire Protection Agreement – Two members of the Grant Township Board and Chief Roland Brooks were present to answer questions regarding the proposed fire protection agreement.  They intend to increase the price $1,500 per year, which would make the 2012/2013 contract amount $33,500.00 and the 2013/2014 contract amount $35,000.00. This is more than our voted millage brings in.  The number of runs to our township was asked.  Those figures were not available.  Grant Township described some of their increasing expenses to maintain the fire department.  It was asked if Grant Township could give us an hourly rate in lieu of the contract amount.  Bill Wagner stated he didn’t know what it would be, but that it would be very high.  Grant Township was advised that the board would be working on the budget in the near future and would take these figures into consideration in this process.
(B) Board of Review Training – The local MTA chapter is holding a Board of Review training at the Hart United Methodist Church on February 17.  The cost is $15 per person or $50 for the entire board.  David Rabe made a motion to send the Board of Review to this training at $15 per person or $50 for the entire board.  Seconded by Brenda Eilers.  Pankow, yes; Rabe, yes; Freye, yes; Smith, yes; Eilers, yes.  Motion carried.
(C) Zoning Board of Appeals Appointments -  The terms of Richard Kessler, Reggie Smith and John Royalty expire in January, 2012.  They are willing to serve another term.  David Rabe made a motion to appoint Richard Kessler, Reggie Smith and John Royalty to three year terms on the Zoning Board of Appeals.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
(D) Set Budget Workshop Date – The board will meet on Monday, February 6, 2011 at 6:35 p.m. to work on the 2012/13 budget.
(E) Set Election Commission Date – Election inspectors for the February 28, 2012 primary need to be appointed.  The commission will meet on Monday, February 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. to appoint election inspectors for this election.
(F) Resolution to Change Last Day to Vote Time and Location – Clerk Mary Freye asked the board to pass a resolution to change the time and location for the last day to register to vote to her employer’s office from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  She has taken time off work for voter registration for prior elections and no one has ever come to register.  David Rabe offered a resolution to move the time and location for voter registration on the last day to register to vote for the February 28, 2012 primary election to New Era Christian School, 1901 Oak Avenue, New Era, MI from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  Supported by Brenda Eilers.  Ayes:  Rabe, Freye, Smith, Pankow and Eilers.  Nays:  None.  The supervisor declared the resolution passed.
